Enamored of the flowers named Nochebuena, he
shipped some back home to Charleston, SC. This was
the origin of naming the flower poinsettias. During the
last years of his life, Poinsett continued to promote the
poinsetta throughout the South as a symbol of Christ-
mas and succeeded in making a small fortune.
