Thanksgiving Becomes Official
The second Thanksgiving celebration in 1623 was held A | | S a |
to mark the end of a long drought which threatened the
harvest and which prompted the Governor to call for a ;
religious fast. Days of fasting and thanksgiving on an Celebratlon
annual or occasional basis became common practice. _

In 1789 George Washington issued the first Thanks-
giving proclamation by calling upon Americans to
express gratitude for the successful ending of the
countryds war of independencpe
U.S. Constitution .

In 1827, magazine editor and writer, Sarah Josepha
Hale, started a 36 dyear campaign to establish Thanks-
giving as a national holiday. She published numerous
editorials and sent letters to all politicians, including
presidents.

In 1863, at the height of the Civil War,  Abraham
Lincoln finally heeded her request. He scheduled
Thanksgiving for the final Thursday in November. It
was celebrated on that day every year until 1939 when
in an attempt to encourage retail sales during the Great
Depression, Franklin D. Roosevelt moved the holiday up
a week. This decision was met with so much opposition
that in 1941 Roosevelt reluctantly signed a bill making
Thanksgiving the fourth Thursday in November.

Today, the Thanksgiving celebration has lost much of
its original religious significance. Now it centers on
cooking and sharing a bountiful meal with family and
friends. Turkey has become synonymous with the
holiday and nearly 90 percent of Americans eat roasted,
baked or deep-fried turkey on Thanksgiving, according
to the National Turkey Federation. Other traditional
foods include stuffing, mashed potatoes and gravy,
cranberry sauce and pumpkin pie.
